Building Pr ior ities Update and
General Time L ine
In an effort to keep everyone updated as to what
remains to be done before we set up modules,
listed below is a general, (as of today), outline of
what still needs to be done, and their
approximate order:

� Finish framing the administrative area
including the a/c platform

� Secure the building with jimmy proof
deadbolts and re-key all locks

� Install mail box.
� Install the heating and air conditioning
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� Install the bathroom shower & fixtures
� Install water heater and sloop sink 
� Install plumbing to bathroom and

deadhead to the kitchen area
� Build out work bench area
� Wire the building for lights and

electricity
� Install the lighting and wall switches

and outlets through out the building
� Drywall, tape and float all framed areas
� Paint drywall, doors and molding.
� Install ceiling fans in at least the layout

area
